This is compulsory for those that will
be diving with us. If you have not al-
ready provided your details, please
do so on arrival. You will need the
following: the name of your insurer,
the policy number, the emergency
contact number and also any dis-
closed medical conditions you may
have.

We also need your own personal
emergency contact person back
home - a friend or family member
and their contact details.

Postal Service

You can track your package using
the tracking service offered by POS
Indonesia at ems.posindonesia.
co.id . Please be aware that any
items shipped to us from couriers
(DHL, FedEx, UPS) or international
postal services are subject to Cus-
toms and Duties. We highly advise
against sending items like diving
equipment or accessories to our
liveaboard via courier.

Visa and Immigration

On your Indonesian Immigration
arrival form, please provide ‘KM
Solitude Adventurer’ as your local
address. If it is necessary to provide
a contact number, you can use
the phone number of our Solitude
Adventurer’s Cruise Director: +32
456 12 23 09.

Foreigners with Visa Exemption from
87 countries will be granted Visit
Stay Permit for 30 (thirty) days. You
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must possess a valid passport with
minimum validity of é (six) months
and with at least 2 blank pages for
visa stamp. There is now an addi-
tional option to pre-apply and pur-
chase e-VOA online before entering
Indonesia, by visiting https://evisa.
imigrasi.go.id/web/visa-selection

Travellers can also obtain the VOA
upon arrival by paying in cash (IDR
500,000 or USD 35), or with a credit
card (subject to a 2% processing
fee). ASEAN citizens receive a
complimentary VOA. Citizens from
non-ASEAN counfries must pay for
the VOA unless they hold an alter-
native valid Indonesian visa.

In addifion to visa requirements, the
following steps must be completed
before entering Indonesia:

Drones / AUVs / ROUVs

Currently, there is a drone permit
requirement to fly of Drones/
UAVs from Padar island in
Komodo National park, the price
is approximately IDR1,000,000 /
USD70. This may change however
without any prior announcement
from the authorities.

The Indonesian agency responsible
for drone safety, DGCA, has
provided many internet-accessible
details on flying for fun or work.

Labuan Bajo Domestic Airport: Komo-
do Airport (IATA: LBJ) is easily reached
from several locations within Indonesia,
but for most, catching a flight from
Ngurah Rai Airport in Bali will be the
most straightforward option.

LBJ Airport Terminal Passenger Fee/Tax
is no longer payable at the airport and
is now included in the price you pay
for your air ticket.

Kindly note that Denpasar is in the
same fime zone with Labuan Bajo
(GMT +8).

The harbour is located near the town
of Labuan Bajo, approximately 10 min-
utes’ drive from the Airport.

The flight information provided in this
document is for reference purposes
only and was accurate af the fime of
writing. It is essential fo check the latest
flight status before making any travel
or booking arrangements.

Airport Meeting Point

Arrival meeting at the airport with the
Crew will be from 08:00 on Embarka-
tion Day. Embarkation (check-in) can
begin as early as 06:00.

Solitude offers the option of arranging
hotel/resort transfers fo the embarka-
fion point through a third-party frans-

portation company. However, please

note that additional charges will ap-
ply. The exact fees will depend on your
specific location. It is recommended
to coordinate with your resort/hotel to
arrange a direct transfer to the embar-
kation point or the Komodo Domestic
Airport Terminal. We can pick you up
starting from 08:00. We can also pro-
vide transportation for your disembar-
kation (check-out), which needs to be
completed by 12:00 on the final day of
the cruise.

Safe Diving

We understand that your time and
investment in a holiday are valuable,
and we aim fo provide you with as
many dives as possible while ensur-
ing your safety.

In order to prioritise safety, make
sure you are adequately rested and
hydrated prior to your initial dive as
well as for subsequent dives.

We recognise that although you
have learned about safety during
your scuba course/s, the excitement
and anticipation of a diving holiday
can sometimes cause us fo neglect
our own readiness for a dive.

Our crew's safety is also important, so
we limit the number of dives to four
per day, including a night dive, to
minimise fatigue and reduce the risk
of accidents.

L the year, thanks to the delightful tropical climate and

the efficient management team that ensures the

dive sites’ quality. The Dry season spans from April to

November, with the busiest period being from April

fo August. This season offers the most favourable

weather conditions, characterised by calm seas

and minimal rainfall. On the other hand, the Rainy

season occurs from November to March, bringing

slightly stronger winds and the majority of the annual

rainfall. The water temperatures in Komodo National

Park vary depending on the locafion. The northern

areas boast warmer waters, reaching a high of 82

Fahrenheit (28°C), while the southern regions can

have temperatures as low as 68 Fahrenheit (20°C).

Manta rays can be observed throughout the year.

The period between November and March provides
excellent visibility, exceeding an impressive 100 feet

(30 meters). However, during July and August, visibility

decreases as deep currents bring abundant nutrients E

to the reefs, making them more vibrant and active.
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Scuba Diving

For scuba diving in Komodo, it is advisable to possess an intermediate or advanced certification. The
challenging currents and unpredictable tides can be daunting for individuals with limited diving experi-
ence.
